The award to New Haven of ESSER [, Il and ARP ESSER grants
have been extremely helpful as we designed robust academic and
other improvements for our students.

However, ESSER Il was similar to a Title | grant, and had the same
restrictions on not supplanting expenses in the existing General
Fund budget.

The $80m award of ARP ESSER funds(signed into law March
2021) were a little more flexible. We will continue to utilize these

funds to the extent allowable. ARP ESSER funds will sunset on
September 301, 2024.

Due to the increased costs mentioned earlier and decrease in grant
revenue we will face a projected deficit of $8M. We will need to
explore new sources of funding opportunities as well as continuing
the challenges to close the gap. This may entail reduction of
services, programs and operations.
